Fr. Deutsch was born and raised in New Prague, MN. His father was a
salesman for AO Smith Co. and his mother was a homemaker. He is the
second of six children, having two brothers and three sisters. He 
attended St Wenceslaus Grade School from 1st to 8th grade and
graduated from N.P. High School in 1983. He then attended Dunwoody
Industrial Institute in Minneapolis for one year before pursuing studies
for the priesthood.

He graduated from the College of St. Thomas in St Paul, MN (BA Philosophy and minor in History) in
1990 and the St. Charles Seminary in Philadelphia, PA (MA in theology) in 1994. He was ordained to the
Priesthood on June 12, 1994.

Fr. Deutsch had a few assignments as Parochial Vicar (Associate Pastor), including Blessed Sacrament
Parish, Hibbing, MN; Cathedral Our Lady of The Rosary, Duluth; Holy Spirit Parish, Virginia, MN. He has
also had various assignments as Pastor, including St Charles Borromeo Parish, Cass Lake Indian
Reservation; St Louis, King of France Parish, Floodwood, MN; St Mary The Virgin Parish, Willow River,
MN; St Joseph Parish, Crosby and Deerwood, MN. 

In 2013, having concluded his assignment in Crosby, MN, Fr. Deutsch asked the Bishop of Duluth for a
three-month sabbatical to discern whether living in a sunny southern climate would help relieve his
symptoms of Seasonal Affective Disorder [S.A.D.]. Fr. Deutsch spent the last 11 years in San Diego
Diocese, CA. When a new bishop came to Duluth, he moved back closer to home. However, with the
weather being too much in MN, he graciously accepted Bishop Dewane’s invitation to come to our
Diocese. We are happy to welcome him to St. John the Evangelist!

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Fr. Tom’s Gospel Reflection

Bartimaeus was in a sad state. Blindness is terrible affliction. He was sitting by the side of the road, on the
margins of life. He was forced to beg, and so was totally dependent on the charity of others. His situation was
hopeless. And yet it seems that he had one kind of riches. He had faith in Jesus.  
 

It may have been only the faith of the desperate, but faith is what matters. When he heard that Jesus was
passing by, overcoming his pride and shame, he began to cry out, “Jesus, Son of David, have pity on me.” He
was not put off by the fact that Jesus didn’t immediately grant his request, or by the fact that people tried to
silence him. He went on crying out.  
 

When he heard that Jesus was calling him, he jumped to his feet, threw aside his cloak, and made his way to
Jesus. That cloak was the one thing of value that he had. It meant the world to him. It not only provided him
with warmth, but also covered his wretchedness, thus giving him some measure of dignity and
respectability. Yet he threw it aside and carne to Jesus just as he was - in all his darkness, poverty, and
wretchedness. And Jesus received him and gave him back his sight.  

When we go to see a doctor we may be asked to take off some or all of our clothes. It’s not something we
find easy. To strip is to become very vulnerable. But how can we have our ills diagnosed and treated, if we
won’t even let the doctor see them in the first place?  

We too are blind in many ways. We too are poor before God. Jesus calls us to come to him. He wants to
make us well. However, we find it hard to throw the “cloak” away, and come to him just as we are. Pride
makes us try to put on an outward show.  

We may believe that we have to be perfect, otherwise he won’t love us. To admit our sins and weaknesses
would cause him to reject us. But if we were perfect, if we were well, we wouldn’t need him at all.  

We have to make a radical act of faith and trust in Jesus. We must give up pretending, covering up, hiding
behind various screens and masks, and be content to appear before him as we really are. We have nothing
to fear but his kindness and healing. A patient does not feel accepted unless the worst in him/her is also
accepted. So we will never feel accepted and loved by God unless we let him see our worst side.  

Many people sit at the roadside of life begging, not for money, but for love, for attention, for a feeling that
they are important and that life has a meaning. Many of them are too embarrassed to ask for help. They are
afraid of being silenced by the indifference of others.  

Bartimaeus serves as a model for others. Many people were blind and without direction, but have found
purpose, energy and direction in their lives as a result of following Jesus. An enthusiastic following of Jesus
results in a happy and fulfilled life, a life shared with others.  
 

Lord, that we may see - see our needy brothers and sisters, that we may hear their silent cries, that we may
not pass by. For we too were beggars, and you enriched me. We too was blind, and you enlightened us.

The Diocese of Venice states that, “all employees,
covered volunteers and religious brothers and sisters
must be electronically fingerprinted. Eligibility for
employment/ volunteer work/ministry will be
contingent and conditioned upon a satisfactory
background investigation. A reasonable effort shall be
made to update the criminal history background
information every five (5) years”. The Diocese classifies
a covered volunteer as “any unpaid adult person
engaged or involved in a Diocesan activity in which
he/she is entrusted with the care and supervision of
children or allowed unsupervised access to children or
vulnerable adults” (e.g. when screened personnel not
present).

St. John the Evangelist also requires the following
volunteers to go through the background screening
process (through fingerprints): 

Volunteers who handle cash, credit cards, and
other financial transactions 
Volunteers who are entrusted with confidential
information, such as donor records and parish
registration forms 
Volunteers who serve, distribute, and administer
the Holy Eucharist 

Report any abuse against minors to the Florida
Department of Children and Families at 800-962-2873.
If Diocesan personnel or volunteers are involved, also
notify the Diocesan Victims Assistance Coordinator,
Susan Benton, at 941-416-6114.

St. Jude Thaddeus (1st c.) was a blood relative of
Jesus Christ and one of his Twelve Apostles. He was
known for his preaching, healing, exorcisms, and
his appearance was said to have closely matched
that of Jesus’. He is the patron of impossible causes,
desperate situations, and hospitals. He also wrote
the book of the Bible that bears his name.
 
St. Simon the Zealot (1st c.) was also one of Jesus’
Twelve Apostles. He earned his name for being
zealous for the honor of Jesus. After the Ascension
of Jesus, towards the end of his life, it is believed
that St. Simon joined St. Jude to preach the Gospel
in Persia, where they were both martyred in 65 A.D.
St. Simon the Zealot and St. Jude Thaddeus share a
feast day on October 28th.
