Pope Francis used the historical context of Jesus’ time to illustrate
how the Catholic Church can change the discourse of our (and all)
faith. He discussed why the people of Jesus’ time were excited and
listened to his message of joy and love, rather than the other groups
that reduced religion into their own “moralistic quibbling”:

These, the Pope said, “were the voices that reached the people,
and none of these voices had the power to warm the hearts of
the people — But Jesus did! The crowds were amazed: They
heard Jesus and their hearts were warmed. The message of Jesus
reached to the heart.” Jesus, Pope Francis said, “approached to

with sinners, He went out to find them,” Jesus ‘‘felt joy, He was
happy to be with His people.” And this is why Jesus is “the Good
Shepherd,” the sheep hear His voice and follow Him:

“And this is why the people followed Jesus, because He was the
Good Shepherd. He wasn 't a moralistic, quibbling Pharisee, or

a Sadducee who made political deals with the powerful, or a
guerrilla who sought the political liberation of his people, or a
contemplative in a monastery. He was a pastor! A pastor who
spoke the language of His people, Who understood, Who spoke
the truth, the things of God: He never trafficked in the things of
God! But He spoke in such a way that the people loved the things
of God. That's why they followed Him.” — Pope Francis 6/26/2014

ost of us have spent time with children, and when observing them we sometimes

find that their little minds are off in another world. Babies look at the world with
wonder and gaze intently on the realities before them. We often hear parents

say, “I wonder what is going through their little mind!” To watch children play

is to recognize that life is such a wonderful adventure waiting to be explored and
celebrated. Children do not build up walls — they simply trust. When a child has
a disagreement with another child, you will find them playing with that same child
five minutes later. Children simply accept that God has created the world and is
there to watch over them.

As a child progresses through adolescence and grows into adulthood, this idyllic

view of life slowly begins to erode and walls are erected. We teach
our young that the world is not such a safe place at times and rightly
so. However, we also teach the young, through example, that love
can be conditional and forgiveness is not so easy. Human beings
often transmit their hurts and resist the risk of letting go. No matter
how hard we try, children pick up this way of life and slowly build up
the walls that block them from one another and from God.

In today’s gospel, Jesus is pointing out that we cannot rely on our
own reason alone. When we concentrate on our needs and attitudes
exclusively, we miss the signs of God’s presence in our lives.
Feelings of hurt, anger, resentment, and rejection hold onto us if

we do not learn to let them go. Jesus praises God for the fact that
the little ones are more inclined to the experience of God than are
the wise and the learned. What does he mean? Jesus is pointing

out through unconditional trust, like that of a child, that God can be
present to them offering them comfort and strength. Jesus goes on
to invite those who are hurting and burdened by the hardship that the
world imposes, to find rest in him. He urges those of us who find his
