Getting #ToKnow Our Parish Grounds:  
Prayer Garden for Quiet Reflection and Stations
For many of our Parish Family, the church is the singular part 
of our campus they interact with, aside from the parking lots 
and walkways.

At first, you may think, “this is a nice little spot 
to sit”, but then you glance around and you see small houses 
dotting the sides of the walkway.  Upon closer inspection, you 
will find small figurines within those houses.  The signs alert 
you to the sacramental of the Stations of the Cross.  I have 
seen people spend hours reflecting and praying in this garden, 
and I hope you find some time to walk around the back of the 
church to visit our Prayer Garden.

A Note About Sacramental Preparation
The Diocese of Venice requires that students must attend 
a minimum of two consecutive years of Faith Formation 
to receive First Reconciliation, First Holy Communion, 
or Confirmation.
