Several years ago, at the beginning of our Capital Campaign,
our dedicated volunteers combed through our Parish Family

to ask for donations for our new Pulte Family Life Center, the
church roof, and many other priorities for our church. What
was found in that process was very interesting, and even
contradictory. On the one hand, we found that hundreds of the
names in our Parish Registration were deceased or had moved
out of the area. We had phone numbers that no longer worked,
and mailing addresses that bounced back. On the other hand,
we had people come up to us as we were speaking about the
campaign who were never contacted at all, by mail, phone or
in person. Some of those people informed us that they were
members of the parish for years, if not decades. They were
quite rightly confused as to why they never got the information
packet about the Campaign, or were invited to our events.
However, when we looked in our Parish Registration for them,
they were nowhere to be found. They had never registered
with our church. As you can imagine, this was not uncommon
and it made us take a step back and evaluate our Parish
Registration. After years of devotion by several key volunteers
and staff members, we have cleansed our Parish Registration
as best we can of those who are no longer active here at Saint
John the Evangelist.

We are very blessed to have nearly 3,100 active, registered
families here at St. John. This number includes families of

an individual as well as those with parents and their eight
children, single parents and widows. We have carefully
focused our efforts on those members of our parish who have
engaged in some way with our church in the past two years.
That does not mean just giving, but if someone has participated
in a Ministry, or has been involved in the events and activities
here.

Our Parish Family is a beautiful representation of the love

we share together for our faith and our church. And as you

can probably see in the pews at Mass, we have a significant
number of additional attendees who are an integral part of

our church. Next weekend, we want to give all of you an
opportunity to ensure you are part of our Family, no matter if
you are here two weeks out of the year, two months, or all year
long. You can be registered at more than one parish, so if you
are concerned about your Northern parish, this does not impact
your registration there at all.

By registering, you will be able to take advantage of the
various opportunities here at St. John to get involved in the
local community and learn about our events and programs.
You will get the chance to receive envelopes for your giving,
S0 you can receive tax letters for your generosity. There are so
many reasons to register, [ hope you will take a few moments
to do next weekend after Mass.

The Law of God That Points Beyond

Reflection Questions

How do you live the great commandment to love
your neighbor?

illiam Golding, a Nobel-winning author, wrote the very thought-provoking book called, Lord
of the Flies. In this story a group of British boys find themselves marooned on an island after
their plane is shot down during the war. The story focuses on a group of people who are left
to govern themselves. History basically repeats itself as the boys struggle with the gift of
human freedom and produce disastrous realities by choosing individual welfare instead of

the common good for all. The book is an exposition of human nature
which evokes the ultimate question, “What is common good?” Laws
are created most often than not for the common good. To abide by the
law of the land is to create an environment that is stable and ordered.
Laws are created, by and large, to protect individuals and keep them
safe. Sometimes legislation can be lawful, but unjust. Take for
example the law created from the Woe vs. Wade case. The Supreme
Court created a law to enable women to choose abortion — something
that is lawful, but immoral.

The Law of God presented in the Decalogue (10 Commandments)
points to the very essence that establishes a common good in which
rights of individuals are protected and where dignity is cherished.
Such is God’s desire for humanity — that all will be loved, honored,
and protected. The wisdom of Jesus embodies God’s law and fulfills
it. Christ makes it abundantly clear that he did not come to abolish
the law, rather to fulfill it! His strong words in today’s gospel tells the
listeners of yesterday and today that there is an expectation from the
Lord and an obligation on our part to hold sacred that law which has
been gifted to us, the Church. Jesus also tells us that if we knowingly
and willingly lead others from God’s law, there will be divine
consequences.

The wisdom of today’s gospel tells us to be clear in our resolve to
follow the Lord. If problems arise between us, the Christian is called

14
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to reconcile with their brother or sister with whom they have
a difficulty. The powerful words of Jesus remind each one
of us that the true gift offered at the altar is one offered by
the hands of those who live the reality of God’s love and
forgiveness.

Wisdom of the Fathers

“The Ten Commandments are a gift of God. The word “commandment” is

not fashionable; it reminds the man of today of something negative, the will

of someone who imposes limits, who puts obstacles to life. And unfortunately
history, including recent <history>, is marked by tyrannies, ideologies, logics that
have imposed and oppressed, which have not sought man’s good, but rather power,
success, profit. But the Ten Commandments come from a God who has created us
for love, from a God who has forged a close alliance with humanity, a God who
only wills the good for man...

... The Ten Commandments indicate a path of liberty, which finds its fullness in
the law of the Spirit written not on stone tablets, but in the heart (cf. 2 Corinthians
3:3). ...We must not see the Ten Commandments as limitations to liberty. No,

they are not this, but we must see them as indications for liberty. They are not
limitations but indications for liberty! They teach us to avoid the slavery to which
the many idols reduce us that we build ourselves — we have experienced this so
many times in history and we are experiencing it also today. They teach us to open
ourselves to a dimension that is larger than the material, to live respect for persons,
overcoming the avidity for power, for possession, for money and to be honest

and sincere in our relations, to protect the whole of creation and to nourish in our
planet lofty, noble and spiritual ideals...his is the most profound meaning of the
Ten Commandments: the commandment of Jesus that bears within it all the commandments, the Commandment of Love.
That is why I say that the Ten Commandments are Commandments of Love. Here is the heart of the Ten Commandments:
the Love that comes from God and that gives meaning to life, love that makes us live not as slaves but as true sons, love
that animates all our relations: with God, with ourselves — we often forget this — and with others. True liberty is not to
follow our egoism, our blind passions, but to love, to choose what is good in every situation. The Ten Commandments are
not a hymn to “no,” but to “yes.” A “yes” to God, a “yes” to Love, and because I say “yes” to Love, I say “no” to non-Love,
but the “no” is a consequence of that “yes” that comes from God and makes us love.”
