There are many of us that owe him 
huge thanks for encouraging and enlivening our 
faith with his homilies, his personal outreach, and 
his missionary spirit. Our hearts and prayers go 
out to him and his family. One of the things that 
stuck out to me from my years working so closely 
with him is his dedication to our Parish Family.
