Saint Project Guidelines- All Handwritten
At Confirmation we have the option to be Confirmed under a name other than our baptismal name. The name chosen must be a canonized Christian saint. A canonized Christian Saint is a man or a woman who has displayed heroic virtue and has been recognized by the Church. During Confirmation preparation time, candidates should research the new Saint's name they have chosen. Males should choose a male Saint and females should choose a female Saint. After selecting a Saint’s name to use for Confirmation, create a Project Board on that Saint with the following specifications.
Youth will create a Project Board for Your Saint using the following guidelines.  

Trifold Boards (24” x 36”) will be provided and should be completed no later than Easter Sunday of the Year 1 Experience. 
Please include the following on your board:

Title Page Index Card: To be placed on the back of the Board including the following information:

Bibliography Card  (3 sources minimum listed on card and glued to back of poster board)

Give the author’s name, title of the book or article, and the year of publication.

List web site information for internet articles.

Saint Name & Saint Picture & Why Card : Please clearly Title your board with your Saint’s Name and a picture no larger than 8 x 10 inches.  Underneath the photo please write on a card why you chose your confirmation saint. (At least 30 words) 
Information About Your Saint on Cards – Handwritten: 


Card 1. Paragraph handwritten about When & where they lived.
Card 2. Paragraph(s)  about at least 3 key events in your Saint life’s story.
Card 3. Include at least 2 special virtues this Saint had with Examples. 

(A Virtue is a good habit that enables a person to act with moral excellence, according to God’s will).
Card 4. 1 GIFT OF THE SPIRIT- you see in that saint with an example. 
            *There are 7 Gifts of the Spirit we learn about.
Card 5. Explain two ways that this Saint was most like Jesus.
Card 6  - Patron Saint of _______   & Include if any family members or friends were Saints

Card 7: - Information about their canonization
Card 8 -  A Movie or Videos about your saint you watched with a brief review and where to watch!
